MICROFOUNDATION OF PRODUCTION FUNCTION

Introducing to economics of production functions, such as the Cobb-
Douglas and the CES function, was rather occasional, but till now there is no
enough attempts to explain and justify the broadly used types of production
functions In the present paper models are proposed which lead to the Cobb-
Douglas function and are based on dua relations in production and distribution
and on a usage of differential bargaining games. The duality reflects the nature
of the interrelation between the physical side of production (resources and
technologies) and the institutional aide (mechanisms of distribution).
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
