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MULTI-PRODUCT FIRMSIN MONOPOLISTIC COMPETITION:
THE CHOICE OF SCOPE

We develop a monopolistic competition model of an industry with multi-
product firms. The model is specification-free in the sence that both utility and
cost functions are of fairly general type. Product range is an endogenous
variable.

The response of equilibrium to an increase in market size depends on
behavior of the elasticity of substitution across varieties (the CES preferences
are the borderline case). Prices and outputs aways go in opposite directions,
whereas the total number of varieties always grows.

The key-factor of behavior the product line scope and the number of firms
in the industry is the scope externalities measured by elasticity of the margina
production costs with respect to the product line scope.
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
