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SOCIAL EXPENDIATURES AS FACTOR OF INTERNAL
MIGRATION IN RUSSIA

We study the relationship between internal migration in Russia and both
social and political determinants. Using the official data from Rosstat for the
period from 1999 to 2010 we estimate a modified gravity model of migration on
the panel data of Russia's regions. As the main social and political determinants
of migration, we consider public goods provision, regional budget expenditures,
and social benefits. Our results suggest that the effects of most of the
determinants do not contradict our initial hypotheses. Expenditures on education
and health have bigger influence on internal migration than others regional
government spending. Comparing the sensitivity of migration between the
social/political and economic determinants, we show that the economic
determinants have a higher impact on migration.
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
